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CONNECT

On one hand, we are all connected, so we are not unfamiliar.

Society has become disconnected and our daily lives have
changed. Can we go back to the way things were? The
2020 Paradise Art Lab aims to discuss the presentin which

we are missing what we had previously taken for granted.

Here, we hear the stories of the artists. We haven't met
them, but with them we can understand and empathize.
Though we are apart, we feel a deeper connection. Hope-
fully we can feel the links that connect us and that perhaps
we weren't aware of before, and hopefully we can take a

refreshing breath.

Onone hand, we are all connected,

so we can become even closer.
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"Augmented Shadow", devised by Joon Moon, refers to a device and ex-
perience that implements a kind of augmented reality using shadows.
This device enhances the sense of reality by mapping and showing vir-
tual shadows on the actual shadows of objects according to the angle of
the lighting device that the audience controls. The artist has tried the
special visual language and interaction rules of "Augmented Shadow”
through a series. Among them, this work is the first to experiment with a
1:1 shadow size ratio. Shadow people move around the audience, but
their actual objects are not visible but only can be observed with shad-
ows projected on the floor and walls. The shadow space is divided into
interior and exterior, and it is marked by structures such as doors, win-
dows, walls, and chairs, so only the approximate appearance can be
guessed. The shadows in this place are indistinctly illuminated with only
black and white lines and faces, but they provide clues to the concrete
spatial form. The audience will experience intellectual play in which they
move in and out, discover concrete spatial forms that match or reverse ex-
pectations in the search for shadows, and recognize the stories in them.
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Joon Moon is a media art writer and computer programmer. He took partin in-
ternational exhibitions such as New York Museum of Modern Art(MoMA), Micro-
wave, Onedotzero, FILE, Cinekid, and Scopitone, as well as national art muse-
ums of Korea such as the National Museum of Contemporary Art, Seoul
Museum of Art, Gwangju Design Biennale, and Kumho Museum of Art. He has
been mainly working on experimental media and computational works such as
augmented reality, tangible interface, generative art, and sound visualization.

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This work describes the process of two people who want to hang a
frame in a house where they live together and match each other's hearts
while determining where to place the frame. It is a piece of essay that
expresses a familiar sense of movement and formative beauty. Objects
made with familiar senses are added to the organic structure, and analog
movements also catch the eye. The visual change of light and shadow
derived from physical movement, and the synesthetic installation work
in which the story and hints left in mixture by the artist remind of a visual
diary. The lyrical title gives room for the audience to guess the subject of
the work, stimulating the audience’s imagination.

He creates stories
that have happened or are likely to happen in our lives, and formatively di-
rects individual emotions and certain processes. His formative experi-
ments in stories continue, with focus on the technique of overlapping fa-
miliar materials with simple yet dynamic senses.

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This mechanical device is a kinetic work composed of dead trees and
metal machines designed to realize the movement of trees as if floating
in the air using the center of gravity of objects. A dead tree is placed on
the tip of a long pointed rod of the machine, and the tree moves slowly
around like floating in the air as the machine moves. By creating artificial
and awkward movements controlled by machines, it shows gloomy
thoughts about the strange and contradictory things woven by reality.
Since 2015, UJOO+LIMHEEYOUNG has been working on a project
aimed at creating a mechanical device with some strange and unfamiliar
movements using everyday objects. Through this project, they have
created machinery with movements that create somewhat uncomforta-
ble and awkward feelings, such as spinning trees in the air, rubbing and
bouncing rubber, and twisting hair. It pays attention to the accidental
and strange movements that occur due to the combination of a machine
and ordinary objects such as cement chunk, hair, dead tree, red liquid,
and silicone rubber.

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This work is based on memes(memeljjal; image, video), a new means of
communication that functions as language in network systems such as
the Internet. Re-produced images and videos based on memes have
been reconstructed with Artificial Intelligence and are set to change de-
pending on interactions with the audience. Based on the data received
through the camera, an artificial intelligence algorithm(StyleGAN: A
Style-Based Generator Architecture for GANs) reacts to each model
that has been trained, and the memory reconstructed with this turns
into an audiovisual source through display and robotics(Cooperative
Robots). This project focuses on creating interactions based on artificial
results that do not exist in reality. The artificial intelligence model creat-
ed will provide more emotional experiences to replace human conversa-
tion than to be accepted by humans in the sense of everyday memes.

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Cho Youngkak is a new media artist based in Seoul and a member of the artist
collective ZERObyte_+x'. The artist has mainly presented new experiences
and digital sensibilities produced in interaction between and among machines
and systems through interactive media. He especially focuses on addressing
social and technical issues that were inadvertently left unaddressed by com-
bining the latest digital technology with various elements located inside and
outside the system. In his work, he mainly uses the latest digital technologies
such as A.l, data science, and robotics, and focuses on creating complex sys-
tem situations as an apparatus to project situations of uncertain assumptions
into the present.

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Choi Sungrok has been engaging digital animation and video work to explore
contemporary landscape and narratives generated by technology. He is inter-
ested in understanding how relationship changes due to technological ad-
vancement, human experience, and new senses that expand as a result, and
continues to explore how human beings are perceived in the context of exist-
ence in the digitized world.

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This work has been created to produce interaction between analog sig-
nals generated from modular synthesizers and digital signals generated
from computers. Signals from analog devices(Audio Signals and Control
Voltage Signals) and digital signals from computers are continuously
converted from analog to digital and from digital to analog through a
program created by Tacit Group, constantly affecting each other. Ulti-
mately, it becomes meaningless to distinguish which signal is analog
and which signal is digital. Through this, the microscopic movements of
analog sound and each pixel of digital computer graphics engage or-
ganically to produce the piece. The convergence of analog and digital is
an important issue that the art and industrial circles have been trying to
address, but it is not so simple. Tacit Group's focused on exploring inter-
actions within the elements of digital devices to understand conver-
gence paid off in this work.

Tacit Group is an artist group formed in 2008 under the vision of creating new
art for the 21st century and attempts various works such as multimedia perfor-
mances, interactive installations, and algorithmic art. The group has been suc-
cessful in presenting intuitive joy with their unique world view in the current
work piece which has been produced by the means of making a sound system
with analog and digital materials easily found in daily lives.

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This work depicts the process of returning and circulating, through con-
nection and translation of irregular, atypical, and immaterial water. The
human body resembles water in that it creates, changes, disappears,
and births anew through the female body(Womb), and this is an exten-
sion of the theme that collective A has been dealing with.

As a work to rethink and reinterpret technologies that have be-
come part of the ecosystem, especially computing as metamedia, it in-
tends to give metamedia properties to pixels that exist at the other end
of the boundary of the latest technology.
